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This Weeks Scripture

There is a voice that we need to hear, and it is audible in today’s
psalm: “Happy the one whose transgression is removed, whose sin is
forgiven”. And the psalmist is speaking from personal experience: “I
made my sin known to you — my guilt | did not hide”. Then the psalm
ends with a joy that can be ours also, celebrating the Lord’s delivery of
us from our mess, “rejoice in the Lord, and exult, you just; be glad, all
you upright of heart”. Today’s second reading contains Paul's well-
known explanation of how God gets us out of our mess, “not by works
of Law, but through faith in Jesus Christ”. In a bold image, he describes
himself as “crucified along with Christ — but | live, no longer | but Christ
in me”. And Paul's word for what removes the mess is “the grace of
God”, that astonishing unconditional love that does not wait until we are
perfect before it will come to us.

Saints This Week
Fri 18 June Dedication of St Chad’s
Cathedral The Mother church of the
Diocese was
designed by
AW Pugin
and was the
— first Catholic
- cathedral to
be built in
England
since the Reformation. It was opened on
21 June 1841 and became the Cathedral
at the time of the restoration of the
Hierarchy in 1850. The Chapter of
Canons was established in 1852 (to
which Canon Tom belongs). It became
the Metropolitan Cathedral in 1911 and a
minor Basilica in 1941. Although it
suffered bomb damage during World
War Il it had a miraculous escape.
Above the high altar contained in the
ornate reliquary are the relics of St Chad
rescued from Lichfield Cathedral at the
time of the Reformation.
