As we strive to follow our faith we can all be
caught up in an attack of the “oughteries” (I
‘ought’ to pray more, | ‘ought’ to look for the
things that are in heaven, and so on.)

The pedestrian access is almost finished. A
new outside door has been installed in the Hall
through the bottom arch nearest to the
kitchen.

We visit Ephesus where St Paul
lived for a time and his Letter to the Ephesians
is addressed to this community.

We will also visit the burial chamber of St John and the tradi-
tional house of the Virgin Mary.
