Secondly, on Tuesday March 30th we are planning to hold 
our own Parish Penance Service for Lent and the Coventry 
Catholic Choral Group have kindly agreed to provide some 
beautiful singing which will enhance our celebration enor-
mously. On the social front  we’re working towards an Afri-
can Continent night on April 30th.
