TUESDAY, 29th JUNE, IS A HOLY DAY OF OBLIGATION, THE 
SOLEMNITY OF SAINTS PETER & PAUL    There are three Masses here on Tuesday,  
9.10 am,  12.10 pm  and 6.00 pm.   Our Archbishop Bernard will be in Rome to receive the 
Pallium from Pope Benedict.  This vestment rests on the tomb of St Peter overnight before being 
presented to an Archbishop, as a sign of his share in Our Risen Lord’s command to Peter “Feed 
my lambs, feed my sheep.” 
 
SECOND COLLECTION THIS SUNDAY FOR PETER’S PENCE    This is the 
only collection we have for the central administration of the Church in Rome.  It is needed and 
appreciated. 
 
PAPAL VISIT - INVOLVEMENT OF YOUNG PEOPLE   We are pleased that 
Rebecca Nixon will represent our parish at the youth event with Pope Benedict in London and in 
Birmingham. 
 
SUNG VESPERS  & BENEDICTION THIS EVENING AT 6pm   This is Evening 
Prayer of the Church, as said by Pope Benedict, priests and religious and many lay people.   
 
EXPOSITION OF THE BLESSED SACRAMENT     There is Exposition of the 
Blessed Sacrament each Friday from 9am until the 12.15pm Mass and each Saturday from 9am 
until the 11.30 am Mass.  In this month of The Sacred Heart this is a wonderful opportunity “to 
return some love for such unmeasured love.” 
 
RESTORATION OF ST OSBURG’S   This week the front altar has been dismantled and 
preparatory work done on the High Altar.  The parish of Our Lady of Mount Carmel in Redditch 
is interested in the front part of the High Altar.   The stonemasons removed the square of stone 
over the relics to reveal a silver box, a little larger than a matchbox, with a red ribbon on it and 
sealed with wax.  These relics will be placed in the new altar when it is consecrated.   Pictures of 
the work underway may be found on the Deanery Website  www.coventry-
catholicdeanery.org.uk/  On the left you will see a picture with the caption “Follow the restoration 
week by week on this website.
